Science —Public input — April —May, 2010

Social Studies —Scheduled to begin 2010-2011

Districts must adopt within one year

Tested indicators in physical science, earth

science and life science

50-60 multiple choice questions —two

sessions
Grades 5, 8, 11

January 2011 — Tutorials on web



What do we know about
NeSA-AA (alternate — 1%)

Multiple Choice — 25 items plus 5 embedded field test items.

Academic Standards have been extended to be appropriate
for students who qualify for alternate.

Appropriate academic tasks in reading, mathematics,
science.

Flexible timing within the testing window.

Teacher enters answers into website.

State tests cannot be modified to change the test
construct or content

No out-of-level testing on the state test

All students are to be tested at grade level enrolled
